Rely as much as thou canst
upon the True One, and be thou resigned to the Will of God, so that like unto a candle thou
mayest be enkindled in the world of humanity and like unto a star thou mayest shine and gleam
from the Horizon of Reality and become the cause of the guidance of both races.
